Many months ago the ladies started a devo-
tional/diary book in Spanish.  It is finally a reali-
ty!  The devotional/diary book is a weekly 
study in Spanish focusing on thirteen stories of 
women in the Bible, written by nineteen wom-
en from the Covenant Church in Columbia. 
 

It is one of the first kind in Spanish.  Each week 
consists of the Biblical text, meditation, a prayer followed by a 
practical spiritual exercise.  It is a book not only for women, but 
for the whole family.  It can be used for evangelism, a group 
study and as a personal devotional. 
 

The book title, “He Nacido Para Este Tiempo” (“I Was Born for 
This Time”), is based on the phrase use in the Biblical book of 
Esther.  The cover was inspired by the verse Esther 4:14 where 
the crown is of the queen and the profile of a woman’s face. 
 

We had a team of medical professionals from Central, South and 
North America who participated in a week of health brigades 
with the church.  The day I was present they were able to see 
twenty people an hour.  It included a medical history of each 
person, a medical examination, a counseling session and medi-
cine given where needed.  Ministering to the whole person.
